The Sermon in Fire

Do you believe in miracles?

Purpose of miracles is to confront people with Almighty God.

I.   Setting

     A. After Elijah’s triumph at Mt. Carmel.

     B. Ahaziah, son of Ahab, was king of Israel.

     C. God rebuked Ahaziah through words of Elijah.

II.   Miracle

A. Ahaziah sends captain and 50 men to capture Elijah. (9)
B. King sends another captain and 50 soldiers to arrest Elijah. (11)

C. King sends a third group. (13)

III.   Lessons

A. Help must be sought where God tells us it can be found.

B. Individuals have responsibility.
C. Word of judgment does not change unless a sinner changes.
D. Power of pleading and prayer.
